IMPORTANT INFORMATION

· Ben Davis Cadet Football League (“BDCFL”) highly recommends that all players attend the high school football camp from July 12th – 15th.  This is an opportunity for players to learn valuable skills and get a head start on their season.  Please see the camp brochure or go online for more information.

· All coaches must attend the coaching clinic at the high school from July 12th – 15th.  This is a requirement of the league to coach.

· The first week of practice is for both football players and cheerleaders.  Practice will be held as a league, divided by age groups

· Some games may be held during the week.  The official game schedule will have further details and will be handed out after players are assigned to teams

· All families are given a Parent’s Code of Conduct at the registration to keep.  It is the responsibility of the family to ask a Board Member if they have any questions.

· All families who are renting equipment from the league MUST make sure that their player’s equipment is logged in when picked it up July 11th or 17th.  If equipment is not logged in, it may delay assignment to a team.  At the end of the season, it is the responsibility of the family to ensure that equipment is logged when turned in.  Failure to do so may result in legal action by the League to recoup the expense of the equipment.  

· All players who are using their own equipment must bring it to the fields during equipment hand out July 11th and 17th for inspection.  This is for protection of the players.  It is the responsibility of the league to ensure that each and every player is using equipment that will keep them safe.  If equipment does not meet inspection, the player will be given the opportunity to rent equipment at that time.  Players who do not have their personal equipment inspected during equipment hand out may be delayed in being placed onto a team.

· BDCFL recommends, but does not require, that all players wear protective cups while playing.  This is to reduce the possibility of injury that may occur while playing.

· Additional useful information may be found at the league website www.bdcfa.com .  The league will ensure that all revisions to information/schedules is posted on the website.

· If you have any questions, please do not hesitate to ask a Board Member.  All contact emails are listed on the website and is the best way for communication.
